The outlines of the three blocks of plots have been marked in the field with white flags. A series of black flags have been set on the south and the west side of the field. Those black flags are intended as guidelines for the tractor driver (do not indicate any border or object).

The first day work was interrupted by the inclement weather. The heavy rain reduces the visibility and is bad for the instruments. The risk of lightning was too high during the afternoon to work in that open field.

The solution of working in the early morning seems to be the best to avoid weather problems.

The accuracy of the measures, due to the used instrumentation is to be considered within (1ft.
